Resolution 28

Establishment of a JTC 1 Working Group 9 on Big Data

Contingent upon approval of a relevant NWIP JTC 1, establishes JTC 1 Working Group 9 on Big Data reporting directly to JTC 1, with the following terms of reference:

1. Serve as the focus of and proponent for JTC 1's Big Data standardization program. 

2. Develop foundational standards for Big Data – including reference architecture and vocabulary standards – for guiding Big Data efforts throughout JTC 1 upon which other standards can be developed.

3. Develop other Big Data standards that build on the foundational standards when relevant JTC 1 subgroups that could address these standards do not exist or are unable to develop them.

4. Identify gaps in Big Data standardization.

5. Develop and maintain liaisons with all relevant JTC 1 entities as well as with any other JTC 1 subgroup that may propose work related to Big Data in the future.

6. Identify JTC 1 (and other organization) entities that are developing standards and related material that contribute to Big Data, and where appropriate, investigate ongoing and potential new work that contributes to Big Data.

7. Engage with the community outside of JTC 1 to grow the awareness of and encourage engagement in JTC 1 Big Data standardization efforts within JTC 1, forming liaisons as is needed.

JTC 1 appoints Mr. Wo Chang to serve as Convenor of the JTC 1 Working Group on Big Data.

To continue to progress the topic of Big Data in a timely manner, the Study Group on Big Data will remain in place, with Wo Chang as Convenor, pending the approval of an NWIP.  Once an NWIP has been approved, JTC 1 instructs the JTC 1 WG 9 Convenor to work with ITTF to establish an eCommittee folder for JTC 1 WG 9 and to issue a call for National Bodies to register experts in Global Directory.


Further, JTC 1 assigns to the SWG on Management the following responsibilities related to Big Data:

1. Facilitate Big Data projects in JTC 1 by:

a) Noting approved NWIPs in the area of Big Data

b) Facilitating the initiation of NWIPs considering recommendations prepared by the JTC 1 Working Group on Big Data.

c) Advising JTC 1 on Big Data related projects that are ongoing and proposed within JTC 1 Subgroups.

2. Address and coordinate the areas of possible conflict including such things as NWIPs and project splits relating to Big Data when a concern is brought forward 

3. Develop and maintain a list of existing Big Data standards produced and standards development projects underway in JTC 1.

4. Collaborate with the JTC 1 Working Group on Big Data’s efforts to grow the awareness and involvement of those outside JTC 1 in Big Data efforts within JTC 1.
Finally, JTC 1 thanks ITTF and welcomes the ITTF offer to edit and publish document JTC 1 N12188, the report of the Study Group (without the included recommendations), as a stand-alone public document posted to the JTC 1 web site home page.
